Susan Fisher, our previous Director of Nursing, has graciously accepted the position of 
interim Director of Nursing while we are searching for a permanent replacement. As more 
information becomes available we will let you know. 
 
Jay Wenger has asked to be relieved of being in charge of the maintenance department. He 
will be taking a personal leave for approximately six to eight weeks. When he returns he 
will continue to work in the maintenance department along with the rest of the staff. 
 
Troy Dennis will be stepping into the maintenance department director’s position and he 
will also be our IT (information technology) trouble shooter. As CCC becomes more and 
more involved in computer/technology use, we need to have someone on staff who can 
address problems as they occur. 
 

On April 12th, 13th & 14th, 2011 the Pennsylvania Department of Health (DOH) was at our facility 
for their annual inspection. Three surveyors looked at resident care information and visited with 
the residents and/or family members. They observed care giving, meal times, medication pass, 
interviewed staff and looked at the employment records. The four items that we were cited for 
have been resolved.  
 
The Life Safety Division inspector, who was new to our facility, cited us for some minor 
deficiencies - on this we agreed. Another area that she cited us for was the automatic sprinkler 
system. It was apparent that some clarification of our system was needed. I would like to give a 
special word of appreciation to the two companies that installed the system. They stated that 
everything is installed and working properly according to the code book that the state utilizes. 
They provided documentation for the state supervisor who finally agreed it was installed correctly 
and the code book they were using had a misprint. The DOH Life Safety Supervisor called to 
apologize for the misunderstanding. With this correction being made we can again say that we did 
well over all.  
 
I would like to thank everyone who had a part in helping Countryside Christian Community to be 
in compliance with the DOH requirements.

I thought you might like to know how our hiring procedure evolves. It is a lengthy process which 
starts with an advertisement for a position at our facility in the newspaper or the Merchandiser. 
The applicant either calls the home for information or shows up at the front desk. Either way, the 
applicant must complete an application for employment.  

Questions on the application include name, address, education, references, in what position the 
applicant is interested, how much they would like to earn and a signed statement attesting that 
everything on the application is true. There is also an attestation about criminal background that 
must be signed.  

The application is given to the department director who has the open position. It is reviewed and 
the applicant is called for an interview. The interview usually lasts an hour or longer. Each 
department has a list of prepared questions that the applicant must answer orally. While the 
applicant is in the interview process we look at his/her demeanor, were they on time, what they 
chose to wear for the interview, did they interact with residents while they made the walk back to 
the department office. In other words, “Will they be a good fit for Countryside Christian 
Community?” If other people have applied for the same position, we thank the applicant and let 
them know we will get back to them after the process with the other interested applicants has been 
completed. 

A second interview is conducted for the most eligible applicants. At this time they are asked to 
submit to an on-line questionnaire. It compares their answers to a variety of questions from the 
Countryside Christian profile that has been preset in the program. The candidate for the position 
who best matches our profile and who had the best interview is called and invited to work at 
Countryside. 

The new hire must submit a criminal back-ground check, a physical examination from their 
physician and have a two step TB test prior to the first day of work. So, you see, this is a lengthy 
process which allows us to find the right person for the job.

Karen Yingst, Dietary 
 

I had planned on a different recipe this month but so many people asked for this one so I decided 
to use it first. These delicious squares were a big hit at our Ladies Tea in May. I actually used puff 
pastry to make them this year but on other occasions I have used the crescent rolls. Either way 
works fine. 
  

Shrimp Lover Squares 
 

1 tube (8 oz.) crescent rolls 
8 oz. cream cheese, softened 
1/4 cup sour cream 
1/2 teaspoon dillweed 
1/8 teaspoon salt  
1/2 cup cocktail sauce 

24 cooked medium shrimp,  
     peeled and deveined 
1/2 cup finely diced green pepper 
1/2 cup finely diced red pepper 
1/3 cup finely diced sweet onion 
1 cup shredded cheddar cheese

 
 

In a greased 13 x 9 baking pan, unroll the crescent dough into one large rectangle and press 
together at the perforations to form crust. Bake at 375° for 10-12 minutes or until golden 
brown. Cool completely. 

In a small mixing bowl, beat cream cheese with sour cream, dill and salt until smooth. 
Spread over crust.  

Drizzle with cocktail sauce. Top with shrimp, vegetables and cheese.  Cover and refrigerate 
for one hour or longer. 

Cut into squares to serve.
